' The source advised that Rabbi Meir Kahane of
the New York Chapter of JDL addressed an open meeting of
the Boston Chapter of JDL on December 13, 1970, at
Congregation Beth El in Newton, Massachusetts. Source
advised that approximately 125 people attended this
membership drive meeting; and according to the source,
this was a very poor attendance figure inasmuch as it
was q.ut..-.\...n.yuq..t..d that 500 or GCC PEUPL&: would aiitend.
Source described the attendance as a true showing of
apatﬁy amongst the Jewish community in the Boston area
and, in his estimation, dlsplayed a waning interest in
the Boston Chapter of JDL.

~_Source advised that the subject called upon all
Jews to participate in a concentrated harassment campaign

to liberate the 2.6 million oppressed Jews in the
Soviet Union. He called for a 'revolution in Jewish

thinking'. Kahane was quoted as having said that: '"Jews

are in trouble and we need help from every Jew who cares.

Rabbi Kahane said
that President WNixon could play an integral role in
liberating Jews in Russia stating that, '"The Soviets are
pragmatic people and will listen to President Nixon if he
is firm'"., Kahane also stated that, "The Russians are not
allowing Jews in their country any of their cultural
puxsults, therefore, it isn't fair that they adccept any
form of Russian culture here" Source also mentioned
that Kahane discussed the need for additional safety
paLrOLb equipped with cars and walkie-talkies to be used
in the Roxbury-Dorchester—%attapan area of Boston where
elderly Jews still live in fear in ghetto conditions
which are subject to crime and terror.

Mr. Rogers would not say
what matters were before the
grand jury.
