2. SUMMARY: NEWLY APPOINTED JUSTICE SECRETARY TEOFISTO

GUINGONA TOLD THE AMBASSADOR ON JUNE 7 THAT THE EXTRADITION AND

MUTUAL LEGAL ASSISTANCE TREATIES WOULD BE SUBMITTED TO CONGRESS

IN JULY. AMBASSADOR REVIEWED THE FT. BONIFACIO PROPERTY ISSUE,
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NOTING THAT ASPECTS OF THE CASE HAD BEEN REFERRED TO DOJ FOR
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DECISION, AND HE ASKED FOR GUINGONA'S ASSISTANCE IN RESOLVING INTELWIRE.com
THE STATYS OF A TRACT OF LAND PROMISED TO THE U.S. IN 1956.

THE AMBASSADOR ALSO CONVEYED USG INTEREST IN THE CONTINUED

COOPERATION OF MARIFE NICHOLS, THE FILIPINA WIFE OF OKLAHOMA

CITY BOMBING SUSPECT TERRY NICHOLS. GUINGONA INDICATED THAT HE

WOULD BE AS HELPFUL AS POSSIBLE AND APPEARED MUCH MORE RELAXED

IN HIS NEW POSITION THAN HE HAD BEEN DURING HIS STINT AS

MALACANANG EXECUTIVE SECRETARY. END SUMMARY.

3. THE AMBASSADOR CALLED ON JUSTICE MINISTER TEOFISTO GUINGONA
JUNE 7 TO CONGRATULATE HIM ON HIS APPOINTMENT AND TO REGISTER
OUR INTEREST IN WORKING COOPERATIVELY WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF
JUSTICE (DOJ) ON A RANGE OF ISSUES. GUINGONA RESPONDED BY
SAYING THAT THE ADMINISTRATION WOULD BE SUBMITTING THE
EXTRADITION TREATY AND THE MUTUAL LEGAL ASSISTANCE TREATY FOR
RATIFICATION WHEN THE NEW CONGRESS CONVENES ON JULY 24. HE
DESCRIBED THE ELECTION OUTCOME, WHICH NETTED NINE OF 12 SEATS
FOR THE ADMINISTRATION'S COALITION, AS A HAPPY EVENT AND
IMPLIED THAT THERE WOULD BE NO PROELEM IN SECURING
RATIFICATION. HE ASKED ABOUT THE STATUS OF THESE TREATIES IN
WASHINGTON. THE AMBASSADOR REPLIED THAT FOLLOWING THE RECENT
EXCHANGE OF DIPLOMATIC NOTES CORRECTING A MINOR NON-SUBSTANTIVE
POINT IN THE EXTRADITION TREATY WE TOO WERE NOW IN A POSITION
TO SEND THE TREATIES FORWARD FOR RATIFICATION. (NOTE: WE WOULD
APPRECIATE DEPARTMENT'S READING ON WHEN THE EXTRADITION TREATY
IS LIKELY TO BE SENT TO THE HILL.)

4. GUINGONA CONFIRMED THAT THE ADMINISTRATION WILL UNDERTAKE

INITIATIVES IN THE AREA OF JUDICIAL REFORM. HE SAID THE

SUPREME COURT IS ALREADY WORKING ON RULES OF COURT CHANGES. HE
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ENVISIONED A SYSTEM OF INCENTIVES AND ACCOUNTABILITY FOR
GETTING CASES TO TRIAL, SAYING THAT PROSECUTORS WOULD BE
OFFERED INCENTIVES FOR MOVING CASES WITHIN 60 DAYS AND WOULD BE
HELD ACCOUNTAEBLE FOR DELAYS. GUINGONA IS ALSO LOOKING INTO
WAYS TO STRENGTHEN THE ROLE OF PUBLIC DEFENDERS. ON THE LAW
ENFORCEMENT SIDE, HE ADDED THAT A REVAMP OF THE PHILIPPINE
NATIONAL POLICE IS NEEDED AND WILL BE UNDERTAKEN .

5. THE AMBASSADOR REVIEWED THE COOPERATION U.S. INVESTIGATORS
HAD RECEIVED FROM THE WIFE OF OKLAHOMA CITY BOMBING SUSPECT
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TERRY NICHOLS. NOW THAT MRS. NICHOLS IS BACK IN THE INTELWIRE.com
PHILIPPINES, THE AMBASSADOR CALLED GUINGONA'S ATTENTION TO THE '
POSSIBILITY THAT WE MIGHT NEED THE ASSISTANCE OF GOP OFFICIALS

IF IT BECOMES NECESSARY TO TALK WITH HER FURTHER, OR PERHAPS

EVEN BRING HER BACK TO THE U.S. IN CONNECTION WITH COURT

TESTIMONY. GUINGONA INDICATED THAT HE WOULD BE AS HELPFUL AS

POSSIBLE AND ADDED THAT PRESIDENT RAMOS HAD ORDERED THAT MRS.

NICHOLS BE AFFORDED NECESSARY PROTECTION.

6. FINALLY, THE AMBASSADOR RAISED THE FT. BONIFACIO PROPERTY
ISSUE, POINTING OUT OQUR UNDERSTANDING THAT DOJ HAS BEEN ASKED
TO PROVIDE A LEGAL OPINION ON WHETHER PHILIPPINE CONGRESSIONAL
APPROVAL WOULD BE REQUIRED TO EXECUTE A DEED TO THE U.S. FOR
THE TEN HECTARE TRACT WHICH WAS MADE AVAILABLE FOR OUR
DIPLOMATIC AND CONSULAR USE IN 1956. THE AMBASSADOR BRIEFLY
REVIEWED THE STATUS OF THE ISSUE, NOTING THE ADVANTAGES TO ALL
SIDES IN FINDING A SOLUTION, AND ASKED GUINGONA FOR HIS
ASSISTANCE IN RESOLVING THE CASE. GUINGONA REPLIED THAT HE
WOULD LOOK INTO THE MATTER.

7. COMMENT: WE DEAL WITH THE DOJ ON A RANGE OF LEGAL, LAW
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ENFORCEMENT, COUNTER-NARCOTICS, AND SECURITY-RELATED ISSUES,
AND THE AMBASSADOR'S CALL REINFORCED THE IMPORTANCE WE ATTACH
TO STRENGTHENING COOPERATION IN THESE AREAS. DESPITE THE
PRESSURES OF OFFICE, GUINGONA APPEARED FAR MORE COMFORTABLE IN
HIS NEW POSITION THAN HE DID AS PRESIDENT RAMOS'S EXECUTIVE
SECRETARY, ADMITTING THAT HE ENJOYS BEING ABLE TO EXERCISE
CONTROL OVER HIS OWN SCHEDULE ONCE AGAIN.

NEWLY-APPOINTED JUSTICE SECRETARY GUINGONA TOLD AMBASSADOR

THE MALAYSIANS TOLD AMBASSADOR WOLF THAT THEY BELIEVED THERE

ALTERNATIVE TO AN ACTUAL REDUCTION IN THE TARIFF ON KRAFT
PAPER. UNDER THIS SCHEME, CORRUGATED BOX MANUFACTURERS AND
THOSE WHO USE THESE BOXES TO PACKAGE ITEMS FOR EXPORT COULD
APPLY FOR A REBATE OF THE DUTIES PAID ON KRAFT PAPER USED TO
